Preparation of Sodium Bicarbonate Infusion
Add 150 mL.of Sodium Bicarbonate for injection (concentration 1mEg/mL) to 1000 mL of 0.45% Sodium
Chloride for injection to make a final concentration of 150 mEq per 1150mL.

Dosage and Administration
Give a bolus dose of 3mL/kg over 1 hour, starting 1 hour before administration of contrast media,
followed by an infusion of 1mL/kg per hour, for 6 hours after the procedure.

For patients weighing more than 110 kg (242 Ibs.) the bolus infusion and 6 hour infusion rate is limited to the
dose for 110 kg.

Calculation of bolus: (*330mL maximum) (3mL/Kg)

3mL x( weight in kg) = mL to be given over 1 hour before contrast.

Calculation of post cath infusion: (*110 mL/hour maximum infusion rate) (1mL/Kg)

ImL x ( weight in kg) = mL/hour for 6 hours after procedure

Establish a dedicated Intravenous line for the Sodium Bicarbonate administration

BUN and Creatinine to be drawn 72 hours post procedure
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
